Superintendent’s Report
Tax levy committee. Proposed changes to House Bill 96 were passed with 67 governor vetoes.  He vetoed most of the property tax changes, but this could still change with an override vote.  The SSA rules from 90 days to 30 days to complete state DODD training when hired did change and was not vetoed.  The petition to abolish property tax is still circulating and could get on the ballot next year.  There was a lot of discussion about tax levies and Medicaid at our superintendent conference.  Federal Medicaid budget changes did not directly affect us at this time.  Most of those changes were geared toward work requirements.

Fayette County Fair: Special Olympics provided transportation again this year.  It was a little wet throughout the week, but all went well.

We did sell the school bus and the adult van on gov deals:  Van sold for $9,000 and the bus sold for $8,100.


OLD BUSINESS:  
Preschool Update (Washington Court House City)- Larry Gray
 We met with Washington City School’s new superintendent and treasurer to discuss preschool this year.  They have 21 students that will need to attend.  We did discuss a one (1) year agreement and they would be able to pay $2,650 per student and $1,000 additional for students that need transportation.  The previous administration did not discuss this with the board.  They have said that they would like to open up classrooms next year for their own students.
